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Eligible students who are interested in the program will be required to submit and participate in the following: 

§ An application form which includes an essay 
§ Two letters of recommendation 
§ Complete an interview with NCS Selection Committee  

To remain in the program, students will be expected to achieve and maintain a minimum grade average of 80 by the end of 
their Sophomore year, keep a satisfactory attendance record, and commit to regular meeting times. 

 

SENIOR SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 

The Senior Scholarship Program is open to Senior students who are graduating high school in the Spring 2022 academic 
year and will be attending Nassau or Suffolk Community College to complete an Associate’s Degree or certificate 
program. Applicants who are accepted into this program will be awarded scholarships to attend and complete two years at 
Nassau or Suffolk Community College.  

To be eligible to apply, Seniors must meet the following criteria: 

§ A minimum grade average of 80 
§ Strict adherence to the Bay Shore attendance policy(must be in good standing) 
§ Must demonstrate financial need, which is defined as a household income of up to 500% of the federal poverty level 
§ Acceptance to an Associate’s Degree or certificate program at Nassau or Suffolk Community College  
§ Must attend college classes as a full-time student once enrolled  

Eligible students who are interested in applying to the program will be required to submit and participate in the following: 

§ High school transcript  
§ An application form which includes an essay 
§ 2 letters of recommendation 
§ Complete an interview with NCS Selection Committee  

To remain in the program, students will be expected to attend college classes full-time and maintain a minimum GPA of 
80. Scholarships will be renewable for up to 2 years based on continued eligibility.
